Teacher’s Notes  

Warm-Up (15 minutes)  

•  Give out the worksheet and ask students to say which supernatural beings they  

believe in or don’t believe in. Hold a brief class discussion and write any vocabulary 

or phrases that show doubt and uncertainty on the board.  

Presentation (10 minutes)  

•  Ask students to read the opinions in the speech bubbles and complete the tasks  

below. Model and drill the expressions if necessary.  

Presentation Answer Key:  

a  might – could, may, maybe – perhaps, possibly, it’s possible  

Practice (10 minutes)  

•  Ask the students to reorder the sentences so that they make sense. Model and drill  

them afterwards.  

Practice Answer Key:  

a  Maybe, but I really doubt that’s possible.     b   I’m not too sure about that.  

c  I find it really hard to believe that fairies exist.  

d  I suppose there might be aliens, but I think it’s a little far-fetched      

e  I guess poltergeists could exist, but I’m not too sure.
